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Students study all phases of automotive collision repair and restoration including
damage analysis, structural / non-structural repairs, painting, welding and plastic
repairs. In this automotive program students are instructed in the latest techniques
and practices within the industry. Skills are put to the test as students perform work
on actual customer vehicles.
